
RE 101 : Introduction to the Bible 

This course explores the contents, historical contexts, themes, development, and transmission of the Hebrew 
Bible (Old Testament) and New Testament. Readings will be selected portions of most biblical books, in a 
translation that offers explanatory notes and other helps. Class sessions will focus in great part on trying to 
understand these writings in their original situations, and how people ever since have used and interpreted 
them. No previous knowledge of the Bible is assumed.
